The statements on the reverse side are basetl riot orily on the analytical results, but also on the
tleseription of the sonrce as furnishetl by you or already on ffle in this office. It is forther recommended
as follows:

(a) tf the water is unsafe to drink, abandon the supply for one of hown safety or bring the water
to a boil before use, until the suggested improvements have.made the supply strfe.

(b) If the source is not satisfactory, rnake the suggested, improvements immediately.

(c) If the water is safg, take care to keep it safe by proteoting the supply against contamination.

A laboraiory examination of the water has been mad.e to show the presence or absence of waste
matter of hunan or animal origin. If the water is eontg.mitated by surfaae wash or sewage, then
parasitic intestinal worrns, a,rnebic cysts or gerrns of intestinal diseases, such as cause bowel aomplaint,
diarrhea, dysentery or typhoitl fgver, may he prc!_ent in the water, thus endangering the health of
porsons tlrinking the water. The analytical terms and results a,r,e briefly explained as follows:

Phytical and Ohemie,l Tests: "$sdinent" through "Ohloride." A desirable water has an attrac-
tive appearance (no sediment or turbitlity) antl has no objeotionable odor or taste. Chemiaal results are
