   North Greene High School 
STEM guitar students created 
an amazing experience for 
themselves in this yearôs 
class with Kevin Fraser,  Vo-
cational Technology Instruc-
tor. The ten students worked 
through social media with 
country singer Dee Rock to 
build and design a beautiful 
guitar with a patriotic design. 
They then traveled to Nash-
ville, March 23-25 to deliver 
the guitar. 
   Upon arrival in Nashville, 
they met Dee Rock for supper 
and visited Gaylord Opryland 
Resort and Convention Cen-
ter. The following day they 
were invited to Rockôs re-
cording studio. This once in a 
lifetime opportunity included 
helping to write and perform a 
song in which the guitar they 

built was used. After studio time, the students visited other local attrac-
tions and downtown Nashville. 
   When asked about it, Mr.Fraser said ñI just 
canôt believe this once in a lifetime opportunity 
could happen to students from our small town. 
The stars certainly aligned because this is an ex-
perience we will never forget. I just couldnôt be 
happier for these kids to have had this opportu-
nity.ò 
   ñWhat I am trying to do is give them something 

they will have for the rest of their lives. We donôt 

just build birdhouses and broom holders any 

more. When we go over the science and math of 

building a guitar, they come out of class with a 

greater understanding of what they are doing in 

their math and science classes.ò  The guitar they 

build starts as a basic block of wood, and is 

transformed by design and artistic concepts, 

planning and physical construction of the stu-

dents. The process involves learning the safe use 

of hand and power tools, as well as math, sci-

ence and team building skills. The students have 

designed, built and fine-tuned  guitars while 

learning and applying wood building concepts. 

The 16-week class is open to high school stu-

dents, and there are several students currently 

on the wait list.
